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How did you get to join a naturist Group? 

 

Back in the old days there were no websites, 

no facebook or twitter, not even internet or 

mobile phones.You got your info from radio 

programs and newspapers, and later TV pro-

grams. 

That didn't mean your feelings or desires were 

any different than your average naturist today. 

As a small child I tried to run naked on the 

beach as most kids still do, of course the 

adults insisted that I kept my togs on espe-

cially as I got older. 

As I went into puberty peer pressure was 

enough to prevent me from acting out my 

natural desires, however as I became a young 

adult and more independent I was aware that 

there were such places as nudist camps and 

thought, it must be great to be able to go na-

ked with other people and enjoy the freedom 

that I had already experienced while skinny 

dipping in secluded places. 

After my seventeenth birthday I bought a 

motorcycle and this gave me the freedom to 

get away with my girlfriend in good weather 

to places like Brittas Bay, we used to go al-

most every weekend of the summer to the 

main beach. We would get as far away from 

the busy part of the beach as possible and I 

would ask my girlfriend to mind my togs 

while I had my swim, of course she giggled 

and said things like "someone will see you" 

but she cooperated. 

Five years later I married that girlfriend 

"Brenda" and of course we discussed natur-

ism and we both agreed that maybe one day 

we would visit one of these "nudist camps"  

 

Then one day in 1983 I arrived home from 

work and Brenda was excited to tell me she 

had heard a radio program about naturism that 

afternoon on RTE. There were a group of 

people in Dublin who had set up "Club 

Aquarius" they had a regular meeting in a 

venue where naturists could swim naked and 

there were other facilities like a Jacuzzi and 

kitchen for tea/coffee, and poolside tables for 

board games, cards etc. 

She had not got a phone number or any other 

means of contacting them. 

What was I to do? I scoured the Golden pages 

for "Club Aquarius" Nothing. Then I started 

on the normal phone book, still nothing. 

There were more questions, then head 

scratching, we were getting nowhere.  

Brenda said, that next morning she would 

phone RTE, surely they would have a contact 

number. Then she remembered a name John 

Mc. (who must remain anonymous), out came 

the phonebook again, now I systematically 

worked my way through the J. Mac's until I 

found the guy who was on the radio that day. 

You must remember I had the full name and 

after about the fourth or fifth phone call I had 

made contact with the correct John. 

By the next day we received an application 

form in the post, and in those days it was 

arranged that a couple from Club Aquarius 

would call to our home to interview us and 

see if we would make suitable club members. 

It was agreed that we could visit the venue in 

Richmond road the following Friday evening 

to meet some of the members, we had a won-

derful evening, met some lovely people and 

the rest is history. 

Over the years we have found Club Aquarius 

to be a lovely group to belong to, and we have 

spent a lot of time trying to make it possible 

for other genuine naturist families to become 

part of this privileged group.

There will be an EGM to discuss 

the sale of the land and how any 

monies realised should be used. 

Enquiries will be made with the 

Mespil Pool to see if a mid week 

swim could be arranged for mem-

bers who cannot go on Saturdays 

though this would have to be self 

financing. 

Emma will discuss a promotional 

video for The Wheel with Ea-

monn. 
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Picture it! Every three months, 50 

strangers gather in a room in an arts 

centre. Every age group is represented 

from late teens to late 60s. Half of 

them strip off and the other half paint 

designs on their bodies. 

This is what happens in bodypainting 

sessions that have taken off in Cork. 

People have travelled from most 

counties to take part. Dozens have 

even travelled from other countries 

just to be part of it. 

Since starting in 2010, more than 500 

people have been bodypainted. 

So, what has caused this phenome-

non? 

The lead organiser Dave explains. 

The arts community in Cork is vi-

brant. It has pioneered so many art 

forms that many artists moving to 

Ireland are bypassing Dublin and set-

ting up home here. When we were 

organising the 2010 World Naked 

Bike Ride we put out a call for artists 

to paint the participants. We were 

amazed by the quality of the work 

they did. The following day, photo-

graphs of their work appeared in the 

print editions of newspapers in eight 

countries, and the online editions of 

newspapers in seventy others. We 

made the front page of every newspa-

per in Ireland, north and south. That 

started a flood of enquiries, and we 

have been running bodypainting 

events ever since. Every one of them 

is booked out, with a long waiting 

list. 

We still reserve one bodypainting day 

a year especially for the World Naked 

Bike Ride, which now takes place on 

a June or July Saturday afternoon. 

It is not naturism as we know it, but it 

has many of the qualities of a naturist 

event. There is total respect shown. 

They are free to attend (participants 

make a small donation towards the 

cost of renting the room and turning 

up the heat!) They are open to any-

body, once you are over 18. They are 

enjoyable, relaxed days. No wonder 

people keep coming back.

5% of sufferers do not benefit from 

exposure to the sun and in fact it 

may be harmful to them.  But that 

means that 95% of sufferers do 

benefit and as the two items quoted 

below show they may benefit even 

more by joining in sunbathing with 

us naturists.  The quotes below are 

from a doctorôs column (Dr. James 

Le Fanu) in the Sunday Telegraph.  I 

think the first sentence below sums 

up naturism ï ñIt just isòé.more 

pleasurable ï no analysis required.  

Dr. Le Fanu writes - 

ñIt is difficult to know why skinny-

dipping should be much more pleas-

urable than wearing even the flimsi-

est pair of swimming trunks ï it just 

is.  And I was interested to learn 

from a couple of readers that it has 

other advantages as well. 

Both are lifelong martyrs to psoria-

sis, which improves during the sum-

mer with sea water and moderate 

sunbathing.  Then, last year, Mr. 

B.S. from Manchester took himself 

off for a fortnightôs holiday where óit 

is possible to sunbathe and swim 

nakedé..all I can say is that my skin 

is much better than it has been for 

yearsò.  Mr G.J. from Blackburn 

tells precisely the same story.  He 

has just returned from Naxos, 

ñwhere it seems acceptable to strip 

off completely, and when in Rome 

etc.. To my astonishment my skin is 

in a far better state than it has been 

for many yearsô.ò 

A few weeks later another reader 

wrote to Dr. Le Fanu on the matter 

and I quote from the article 

ñMrs. M.C. from Essex acted 

promptly on the naturist cure for 

psoriasis, mentioned in these col-

umns a few weeks ago, by persuad-

ing her (reluctant!) husband to spend 

a fortnight sunbathing naked and 

skinny-dipping on the shores  of the 

Mediterranean.  They have just re-

turned and not only is his skin now 

almost completely clear but appar-

ently he also looks ómuch sexierô.  

Both he, and indeed Mrs. C., are 

now ócomplete convertsô.  There is 

no obvious reason why those who 

settle for wearing a skimpy swimsuit 

should not also benefit, but a reader 

from Cumbria reports that skin spe-

cialists in Israel (where the treatment 

is very popular) claim that complete 

nakedness results in a more rapid 

improvement ï which is indeed his 

own experience.ò 

I appreciate that the above has not 

much relevance to the Club and our 

swim but possibly becoming year 

round naturists would add to that 

general feeling of well-being which 

would mean that the two weeks in 

the sun would be even more benefi-

cial.  Or maybe sun lamps and club 

membership  would lead to year 

round relief from a most uncomfort-

able problem.

ñInternational Naturist Federation/ 

F e d e r a t i o n  I n t e r n a t i o n a l 

Naturisteò (INF-FNI). As such we 

are entitled to attend international 

meetings such as the European 

Naturist annual meetings as well as 

the bi-annual event, the International 

Naturist Congress. INA has for a 

number of years sent Delegates to 

this prestigious event.  

In 2011 INA was contacted by Fáilte

A fortuitous phone-call to the owner of 

the óLodgeô ï as the Club has christened 

it ï meant that the Club was able to 

book the venue for just over a week 

from 25th July to 1st August this year.  

The Lodge is located not far from the 

site of the Battle of the Boyne. 

The Lodge  is quite secluded with a 

wonderful enclosed large private  

ócourtyardô perfect for sunbathing, 

boules, badminton, table tennis ï if we 

had a table ï and 

sitting around 

having conversa-

tions, reading the 

newspaper or just 

communing with 

yourself, cup of 

tea/coffee or 

glass of  beer or 

wine in your 

hand.

Itôs great to have 

the sun all the time but Boyne Lodge 

outdoors is a perfect location for natur-

ists to relish once itôs warm and dry.

El Templo del Sol won an award as the 

best naturist site 2012. It is only about 30 

min from Ryan air destination Reus 

(Barcelona). The place is impeccable, 

well laid out with a variety of accommo-

dation from simple camping places to 

luxury ñtentsò with shower and toilet 

(there is even a bath ïin the kitchen) to 

mobile homes of different sizes. 

Prices are a reasonable ú52 per night for
